Paragraph 1-3 168 3HE

In these Bylaws, the term “member” shall apply to
all Regular, Professional Associate, Associate,
Honorary, Guest, and Student members. When it
is necessary to differentiate, types of membership
will be stipulated.
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Section Two: Qualification of Members
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Paragraph 2-1

Under the provisions of Article 7(1)(1) of the
Articles, only the following may become a Regular
member:

a. A person recognized by the Board as an
actively practicing foreign correspondent in
Japan.

b. A person recognized by the Board as an

actively practicing journalist having a
significant past career as a foreign
correspondent.

c. A person recognized by the Board as
having equivalent professional
qualifications.
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Paragraph 2-2
1. For the purposes of Paragraph 2-1(a) above,
an actively practicing foreign correspondent in
Japan is a person working
(1) for a news organization such as:
a. A newspaper of general public circulation;
b. A news agency or news syndicate of
general distribution;
c. A news magazine or newsletter of general
public circulation;
d. A radio or television station or network
engaged in general public broadcasting;
e. A still photography, audio or video news
agency of general distribution;
f. An online product of general consumption;
(2) in the production of non-Japanese-
language news content whose audience
includes a substantial overseas component,
and
(3) whose work providing text, photographic,
graphic, audio or video news to his or her
news organization is conducted substantially
full-time in Japan.

2. Applicants for Regular membership must
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submit written evidence of employment, or
evidence of official accreditation as a foreign
correspondent and income sources to help
the Board determine the qualifications and, if
deemed necessary by the Board, may also be
required to provide samples of published
material.
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Paragraph 2-3

For the purposes of Paragraph 2-1(b) above, an
actively practicing journalist having a significant
past career as a foreign correspondence is
defined as:

a. A person who has spent at least three
consecutive or a total of five years outside
Japan as a foreign correspondent for a
Japanese news organization, under
conditions equivalent to those in Paragraph

2-2 above, and who now works
substantially full-time in journalism in
Japan.

b. A person who has spent a total of at least
five years as a foreign correspondent,
under conditions equivalent to those in
Paragraph 2-2 above, and who now works
substantially full time in Japan in the
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production of non-Japanese-language Uz k
news content whose audience includes a °
substantial overseas component.

Paragraph 2-4 5264 3E

For the purposes of Paragraph 2-1(c) above, a
person having equivalent qualification to the
above shall be defined as someone who earns a
substantial part of his or her income from work
principally about Japan as a self-employed bona
fide author, freelance writer, photographer, online
journalist or artist dealing principally with news for
overseas distribution in languages other than
Japanese.
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Paragraph 2-5
No government official or employee may be a
Regular member except for the following:

a. A representative of a publicly-owned news
organization if at least six members of the
Board agree that it is editorially
independent of government control;

b. A representative of a publicly-owned news
organization from a country where public
ownership is the rule, provided that at least
six members of the Board agree the
organization and its representative
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essentially meet the qualification in Srtro
Paragraph 2-2 above.
Paragraph 2-6 %28 6XH

1. A Professional Associate member as provided
for in Article 7(1)(2) of the Articles shall be a
person who does not otherwise meet the
requirements for a Regular member, as

specified in this Section Two, but is
recognized by the Board as actively practicing
full or part-time in journalism or related fields
(including academia), provided  that
Communication (including advertising and
public relations) is not to be considered a
related field and persons engaging in such
work on a remunerated basis are ineligible to
be a Professional Associate member.

2. Applicants for  Professional  Associate
membership must submit written evidence of
their ongoing journalistic or related activities,
including samples of published material.

1. If at any time a Regular or Professional
Associate member ceases to meet the
qualifications for their respective category of
membership as defined herein, he or she
shall promptly notify the Board in accordance
with Article 12 of the Articles, and the Board
shall take appropriate action as required by
the Articles.

2. The Membership Committee shall periodically
(in principle, once every two years) audit the
credentials of each Regular and Professional
Associate member to confirm that the
member remains qualified for his or her
respective category of membership and shall
report the results of that audit to the Board. In
the case of members who are no longer
qualified, the Board shall take appropriate
action as required by the Articles. The Club
reserves the right to levy a surcharge against
members who fail to self-report as required by
item 1 above.
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Paragraph 2-8

An Associate member as provided for in Article
7(1)(3) of the Articles shall be a person who does
not otherwise meet the requirements for a Regular
member or a Professional Associate member, as
specified in this Section Two, but is recognized by
the Board as actively contributing to the objectives
of the Club, including persons providing financial
support to the Club by making significant
donations.
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Paragraph 2-9

An Honorary member as provided for in Article
7(1)(4) of the Articles shall be a person especially
designated by the Board as a friend or benefactor
of the Club. Honorary membership shall be limited
to persons who have rendered important service
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approved by the Board.

Board may delegate this discretion to the
President acting alone.

Any Regular member may sponsor a Guest
membership for any person for whose
behavior he or she assumes responsibility.

A Guest membership shall be limited to a
period of thirty days and may be extended
twice for thirty days each time upon Board
approval. In no event can any Guest
membership exceed a total of ninety
consecutive days.
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Paragraph 2-11

A Student member as provided for in Article
7(1)(6) of the Articles shall be a person recognized
by the Board as an undergraduate or graduate
student attending a university in Japan who has a
keen interest in the Club’s objectives and
activities.
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Paragraph 2-12

Within the categories of membership in the club,
the following special circumstances shall also be
recognized:

1.

Members shall be Members for Life in the

following circumstances:

a. Upon completion of a full term of office,
a President of the Club shall
automatically become a Regular
member for life.

b. When a distinguished Regular,
Professional Associate, or Associate
has been unanimously approved by the
Board to be a member for life in his or
her category of membership.

A member for life shall pay no monthly dues
and shall have all the privileges of his or her
original category of membership, except that
a Regular member for life shall not

c. vote if he or she is not on active status
as defined in Paragraph 3-1

d. stand for elected office if, but for the
member for life status, the member
would no longer be qualified to be a
Regular member or a Retired Regular
member as provided for below.

A Regular member who is no longer actively

practicing journalism nor is otherwise

gainfully employed and is largely or fully
retired, may be accepted into Retired

Regular status by the Board with reduced

monthly dues. A Retired Regular member

may stand for any office and may vote in
elections and attend general meetings but is
not eligible to use the workroom.

A member in any category who lives and

works predominantly outside of the Kanto

region, defined as Tokyo-to and its adjacent
prefectures, shall be a Non-resident
member and shall be eligible for reduced
dues. Eligible members are expected to
give written notice to the Club and the
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member’s circumstances will be verified by
the Secretary. Non-resident members may
not stand for any office and non-resident
Regular members are ineligible to vote in
elections or at general meetings and shall
not be counted as Regular members for
purposes of a quorum at a General Meeting.
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Section Three: Active and Inactive Status of B3 SBBK
Members
Paragraph 3-1 H3IFM1E

A Regular, Professional Associate, or
Associate member shall be on active status
while residing in Japan or temporarily absent,
provided that the member fulfills his or her
duties to the Club.

Regular members for life shall be active so
long as they continue to pay applicable
charges, regardless of whether they reside in
Japan or overseas, and otherwise may restore
their active membership status whenever they
wish to do so.
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Paragraph 3-2

Upon terminating residence in Japan, a Regular,
Professional Associate, or Associate member may
resign by giving written notice to the Secretary of
the Club or the staff member in charge. A member
for life may become inactive by doing the same.
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Section Four: Duties and Rights of Members
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Paragraph 4-1

A Regular member shall pay an initiation fee and
shall be liable for all dues, assessments, and
service charges incurred. Only active Regular
members in good standing are entitled to vote in
any election or general meeting.
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Paragraph 4-2

A Professional Associate member shall pay
the same initiation fee and shall be liable for
the same dues and assessments as Regular
members, as well as paying any service
charges incurred. The initiation fee and/or
monthly dues shall be waived in the case of a
members who make significant donations to
the Club.

A Professional Associate member shall have
all privileges of the Club except those
reserved solely for Regular members.
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Paragraph 4-3

1.

An Associate member shall pay an initiation
fee and shall be liable for all dues,
assessments, and service charges incurred.
The initiation fee and/or monthly dues shall be
waived in the case of new members who
make significant donations to the Club.

An Associate member shall have all privileges
of the Club except those reserved solely for
Regular and  Professional  Associate
members.
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Paragraph 4-4

1.

An Honorary member shall pay all service
charges incurred but shall not pay an initiation
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fee, assessments, or dues.

2. An Honorary member shall have all privileges
of this Club except those reserved solely for
Regular and Professional Associate members.
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Paragraph 4-5

Members shall pay membership fees, dues, and
assessments approved by a general meeting and
stipulated in the separate "Provisions for
Membership Fees and Dues." Professional
Associate members or Associate members who
make significant donations to the Club may be
exempted from initiation fees and/or membership
dues, as stipulated in the Provisions for
Membership Fees and Dues.
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Paragraph 4-6

Guest members shall not pay an initiation fee or
assessments but shall be liable for all service
charges incurred. In the event a Guest
membership is extended beyond the initial thirty
days, the Guest member shall be required to pay
retroactively one month’s dues for the first thirty-
day period of Guest membership and shall also
pay monthly dues in advance for each subsequent
thirty-day period (or part thereof) during which the
Guest membership continues. A Guest member
shall enjoy all privileges of this Association except
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Guest member who is an actively practicing

Student members shall pay no fees, dues, or
assessments, but shall be liable for service
charges when attending a professional event.
Student members shall not have chit signing
privileges.

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Section Five: Procedures for New Members
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Paragraph 5-1

1. An applicant for Regular membership must
meet the requirements of Paragraphs 2-2
through 2-5 and must be sponsored by two
Regular members in good standing. The
applicant shall complete an application form
and provide personal photos as required.

2. An applicant for Professional Associate
membership must meet the requirements of
Paragraph 2-6 and must be sponsored by two
Regular members in good standing.

3. An applicant for Associate membership may
be sponsored by two members in good
standing from any dues-paying category of
membership.
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Paragraph 5-2

1. All applicants must complete an application
form (including any required supporting
documentation) and provide a personal photo
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upon request.

2. The Board may limit the number of applicants
a Regular member may sponsor in any twelve
month period.

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Section Six: Use of Facilities by Non-Members
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Paragraph 6-1

1. Any member may designate his or her spouse
or spouse-equivalent, or dependant child
more than 18 but less than 21 years old to
receive a special membership card for use of
Club facilities on the member’s account. The
member is responsible for all charges incurred
by the designees.

2. Members are responsible for the conduct of
their children while in the Club.

The Board shall ensure that such
use of the facilities contributes to the achievement
of the objectives of this Club and that the Club is
not exploited for undesirable purposes and that
the membership is not inconvenienced.

Non-member journalists may attend any
professional event of the Club, in accordance with
Article 5(1) of the Articles.

A non-member or non-member group or
organization using Club facilities under the
provisions of Paragraph 6-5 above shall pay
charges either in advance or when billed. In any
case, the guaranteeing member shall be
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immediately liable for all such charges if not paid
within thirty days after presentation of an invoice,
and such charges will be added to the member's
personal account.

Provisions

Miscellaneous Membership
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Paragraph 7-1

A list of Regular members, showing professional
affiliation, home and office telephone and fax
numbers, and e-mail addresses, and similar lists
of other members shall be kept current at all times
in the Club office for access by members, subject
to the Personal Information Protection Act.
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Paragraph 7-2

1. All members are at all times subject to these
Bylaws, the Articles of Association and any
other club rules and regulations.

2. The Club’s Articles, Bylaws and other rules
shall be posted on the Club’s website and shall
also be kept in the Club office and provided to
members upon request.
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Paragraph 7-3

Any member (Regular, Professional Associate,
Associate, and Life) may inspect the Club
documents, records, and membership lists during
office hours, subject to any restrictions imposed by
the Act on General Incorporated Associations and
General Incorporated Foundations (hereafter the
“Shadan Hojin Law”). However, no member may
publish or divulge this or any other internal
information of the Club to non-members without
the written consent of the Board, except as
required by law.

b. When the member violates the Articles,
the Bylaws, or any other rules or policies
of the Club.

c. When the member's conduct on Club
premises is persistently unbecoming.

e. When there is any other justifiable reason

2. Even upon suspension, resignation or
expulsion, members or former members
remain liable to the Club for all outstanding
accounts.
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Paragraph 8-2

The Board shall have authority to suspend a
member for cause from all privileges of the Club
for a period of not more than twelve months,
provided that the member has been offered the
opportunity for a private hearing before the Board
prior to its vote on suspension.

Upon agreement by at least two-thirds of all the
Directors, the Board may ask a member to resign
for cause and set a date for compliance, provided
that the member has been offered the opportunity
for a private hearing before the Board prior to its
vote to request his or her resignation.

1. The Club shall convene not less than two
general members meetings (“General
Meeting”) per year by giving not less than two
weeks written notice to all Regular members,
accompanied by the agenda and any
necessary information or  supporting
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documentation, as stipulated in Article 39 of
the Shadan Hojin Law. Written notice may be
dispatched electronically or in hard copy at
the President’s discretion.

2. Additional General Meetings may be held at
any time by following the same notice
reguirements.

1. The Club’s Annual General Meeting shall be
held in June. Election of directors and kanji(s)
and consideration of the club’s annual report
shall be the principal agenda items.

2. The Board’s annual report on the financial
status and general welfare of the Club shall
be among the supporting documentation
included with notice of the meeting. The
report shall include a professionally reviewed
balance sheet and statement of revenue and
expenditures of the Club as well as a registry
of assets. The Board’s annual report must be
approved by a majority of those voting.
Elections of Directors and Kanji shall also
take place at this meeting in accordance with
Section 10 of these Bylaws.
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Paragraph 9-3

Every March the Board shall hold a general
meeting to seek approval of its budget and
business plan for the coming fiscal year.
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Paragraph 9-4

1. Approval at a General Meeting of any of the
following matters shall require a simple
majority of all votes cast.

a. Election and removal of directors and
election of Kaniji(s).

b. Business plans, revenue-and-expenditure
budgets, documents concerning fund
procurement and capital investment.

c. Balance sheets, revenue and expenditure
statements, and registry of assets.

d. Revision of Bylaws.

e. Unbudgeted extraordinarily large expense
of over five million yen in all or debt to be
incurred over 10 million yen.

f. Other matters that require a General
Meeting resolution under law or the
Articles.

2. Passage of a resolution at a General Meeting
on any of the following items shall require a
vote of two-thirds or more of the entire
Regular membership, as defined by Article
21(2) of the Articles.

a. Expulsion of a member

b. Removal of a Kanji

c. Reuvision of the Articles

d. Dissolution of this Association

e. Other matters as required by law
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Paragraph 9-5

1. A proxy form is a signed statement from an
absent member delivered to the Secretary
prior to the opening of a General Meeting and
designating a Regular member or the
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Chairperson of the meeting as his or her
proxy. The Secretary shall determine the
validity of all proxy forms prior to the opening
of the meeting.

Proxies may be voted in the case of yes-no
questions, provided that no member shall cast
more than two proxy votes, except the
Chairperson of the meeting, for whom there is
no limitation. The Chairperson shall cast the
proxy votes he or she holds in proportion to
the yes and no votes cast by physically
attending members and electronic or
absentee ballots for the relevant agenda item.

To cast a secret vote, the
completed ballot shall be inserted into the
neutral envelope, which is to be sealed and
returned to the Club in person or via post by
the end of the day before the General
Meeting.

All members present at a General Meeting shall
sign an attendance roster. The attendance roster
shall be attached to the minutes of the meeting,
however no individual votes shall be made public.
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proposed amendment to be distributed to
Regular members before a general meeting
takes place, not less than one-thirtieth of the
Regular membership shall submit a petition to
that effect at least one week before the
meeting. The Board shall immediately forward
that proposal to all Regular members as part
of a new absentee ballot which, if cast, shall
take precedence over the voter’s original
absentee ballot. In case the amended
resolution fails to pass, the original absentee
ballots will be counted in the voting for the
resolution.
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3. Amendments to resolutions may be proposed
from the floor at a General Meeting, subject to
approval by a majority of votes of all attending
members, including absentee votes and
proxies, as specified in Article 21 of the
Articles.
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Paragraph 9-9

In the event a resolution at a General Meeting fails
to win the support of at least one-tenth of the total
Regular membership, no virtually similar resolution
will be entertained for the next three years.

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expenditures totaling not more than two
hundred fifty thousand yen for the period,
subject to reporting such expenditures to the
Board at its next meeting.

6. The General Manager has no authority under
any circumstances to sign or otherwise enter
into contracts for ongoing expenditures. All
such contracts must be approved by the
Board and executed by the President.
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Section Twenty: Other Procedures
